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The History of Cyprus

Cyprus, officially the Republic of Cyprus, is an island country in
the Eastern Mediterranean. Cyprus is located south of Turkey,
west of Syria and Lebanon, northwest of Israel, north of Egypt,
and southeast of Greece.

The earliest known human activity on the island dates to aro-
und the 10th millennium BC. Cyprus was settled by Mycenaean
Greeks in two waves in the 2nd millennium BC. As a strategic lo-
cation in the Middle East, it was subsequently occupied by se-
veral major powers, including the empires of the Assyrians, Egy-
ptians and Persians, from whom the island was seized in 333 BC
by Alexander the Great. Subsequent rule by Ptolemaic Egypt,
the Roman and Byzantine Empire, Arab caliphates for a short
period, the French Lusignan dynasty and the Venetians, was fol-
lowed by over three centuries of Ottoman rule until 1878, when
Cyprus was placed under British administration.

The two main communities of the island are the Greek Cypriots
and the Turkish Cypriots. Following the Independence Struggle
(1955-1959), Cyprus was granted independence in 1960. n
1963, intercommunal violence broke out between Greek Cy-
priots and Turkish Cypriots. On 15 July 1974, a coup d'état was

staged by the Greek military junta. The Turkish invasion of
Cyprus followed on 20 July. This led to the displacement of
over 200 000 Greek Cypriots and 36% of the northern part of
the island falling under Turkish occupation. The illegal entity in
the north is only recognized by Turkey and considered occu-
pied Cypriot territory by Turkish forces by the international
community.

Cyprus is a major tourist destination in the Mediterranean. With
an advanced, high-income
economy and a very high Hu-
man Development Index, the
Republic of Cyprus has been
a member of the Common-
wealth since 1961 and was a
founding member of the
Non-Aligned Movement until
it joined the European Union
on 1 May 2004. On 1 January
2008, the Republic of Cyprus
joined the eurozone.

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Cyprus’ history in the Commonwealth Games

Cyprus became a member of the Commonwealth in 1961 and has
participated in the Games since 1978, with the sole exception in
1986 in Edinburgh, Scotland, when, along with 31 other countries,
they boycotted the event as a protest over the sporting relations
maintained by the then British Government with the South African
apartheid government.

In the nine Games (the most recent in 2014) in which Cyprus partici-
pated, the island has won 15 gold, 12 silver and 12 bronze medals,
totaling 39 medals. The best tally came in 2010 in Delhi when 4 gold
medals and a total of 11 medals were won, while it is also worth no-
ting that Cyprus has won at least one gold medal in each Games
since 1990. In the overall medal table until 2014, Cyprus ranks 17th
among the 57 countries or territories that have won medals. With its
15 gold, Cyprus is first among the countries with a one-digit number
of participations in Commonwealth Games.

Shooter Georgios Achilleos has won the most gold medals for Cy-
prus. He took 2 in the individual skeet event (2006, 2014) and 2 in the
team skeet event (2006, 2010), while he has one silver in 2010 (skeet
individual). Shooter Antonis Nikolaides has won 3 gold, all in the
team event (1998, 2002, 2006). Skeet shooter Christos Kourtellas has
won two gold medals at the team event (1994, 2002) while Chrysta-
leni Trikomiti also counts two gold in rhythmic gymnastics.
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Trikomiti and Achilleos, are the athletes with the most overall medals
for Cyprus. In 2010, in Delhi, the rhythmic gymnast won five medals:
2 gold, 1 silver and 2 bronze, becoming the person with the most
medals for Cyprus in a single event.

Gymnast Irodotos Giorgallas, who began his Commonwealth appe-
arances at the 1998 Kuala Lumpur event, will take partin his 6th con-
secutive Games in “Gold Coast 2018" The 40-year-old gymnast cur-
rently counts three medals, all in the rings event: gold in 2002,
bronze in 2006 and 2010.

Cyprus'first ever medals came in 1990 in Auckland, New Zealand,
with the gold of Marios Hadjiandreou in the triple jump event and
the silver of George Sakellis in skeet shooting. Since then, Cyprus has
won at least one gold medal in each Games. Shooting is the sport
that has offered the most medals for Cyprus, with 9 gold, 5 silver and
4 bronze.

Besides shooting, Cyprus took 4 gold in gymnastics (2 in artistic and
2 in rhythmic), one in weightlifting and one in athletics. Apart from
the above, Cyprus has also won medals in boxing, judo and wre-
stling, while our country has taken part in swimming, archery, bad-
minton, cycling and table tennis.
